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A brief recap of the discussions at the last Bicycle Subcommittee of the Transportation Commission.

1. Bikes on Sidewalks: The Committee discussed this item and noted that it hopes that Redwood Gardens could be added to the list of locations to get signage and stencils as soon as possible since this was the location that gave rise to the entire issue.

2. Bicycle Transportation Account: with a grant application deadline  of December 1, 2003, the Committee recommended projects for Hillegass/Ashby, then Virginia/MLK and  Hillegass/Dwight and Virginia/Sacramento with high visibility intersections at the last three. These locations were believed to be on the Countywide Bicycle Plan.

3. Street Paving: The Committee came up with the following recommendations:

Spruce St.
The Committee reaffirmed the signage previously approved and would like to add bike stencils in travel lanes similar to the stencils on bike boulevards but that would say “bike route” instead of “bike blvd”. Also, Spruce at North Hampton is off camber, use non slick paint for all striping, and add curb cuts where needed.

California St.
Put more space between bollards at Ada St., regular boulevard treatment without bike lanes, possible stop signs on cross street Ada where there is a lot of cross traffic.

The Arlington
Same signage as Spruce

Sixth St.
Bike Lanes

Delaware St.
Better bike lanes, straight thru bike lane pocket on eastbound Delaware at Sacramento.
