1. Meeting Administration
Minutes of November 5, 2003 meeting were approved, with edits from Mark Abrahams.

The issue of who would take minutes was discussed.   Staff Maddox suggested that minutes could be taken on a rotating basis.  Sarah Syed suggested that staff see about the possibility of bringing a laptop computer to the meetings so that minutes would not have to be transcribed by whoever is taking them.


2. Public Comment

Emily Wilcox spoke out against the locking of bicycles on parking meters, expressing concern that doing so can create a sidewalk obstruction.

7. Updates of On-going Projects (This item was moved forward to accommodate officers Del Rosario and Pierantoni)
· Walk Bikes on Sidewalk

Signs were to have been installed December 1st, but this was postponed due to poor weather
· Amend fines for riding on sidewalk

Staff had nothing new to report.  Initial investigations indicate that this has the potential to be a lengthy endeavor.  Lengthy discussion involving the two Berkeley Police officers ensued.  The police support reducing the fees.

5. 2004 Bicycle Subcommittee Priorities

Dave Campbell, Hank Resnik, Mark Abrahams, Sarah Syed and Jason Meggs offered comments.  General consensus was reached that the intersections of Bicycle Boulevards with arterials should be a top priority, as well as implementation of a model Bicycle Boulevard on Milvia Street.  Also, improvements to the intersections of Bicycle Boulevards with Bicycle Boulevards, including replacement of stop signs with traffic calming devices, is a priority Updating the bike plan so that the City is eligible for BTA funds was also discussed as a priority.

6. South Oceanview Traffic Calming Plans

Dave Campbell presented current Office of Transportation plans for traffic calming in the South Oceanview neighborhood, as described by staff at a recent community meeting.  Plans include installation of several new traffic circles and preservation of the existing diagonal diverter at 9th/Delaware, where stop signs were recently installed to reduce speeding.
