Updates on ongoing projects


Sharrows officially approved as a authorized traffic control device. Good news. Still waiting for a memo from engineering; hot tape trouble, borrow San Francisco Sharrow Stencil to do the test, and do the marking all at once. Can also update some bike boulevard legends on CA, hillegass, Virginia. New substance to use that is more durable: METHOL MECATHOLATE. 


Mark: There will be a Memo to Peter Hillier, re where the above“stuff” will be used,  so it will be available for public comment.


Marin:  Restriping in Berkeley will begin today, and Marin last week, slurry seal already in and pre-marking; not the intersection of Alameda and Marin yet, as that is a complicated intersection.

      Emily: the pathwanderers map has the accessible paths—only the western-most paths are accessible.Check with Paul Church to get this information. Heath: Map is not owned by the City of Berkeley. Claire: I have a recent path map. 


 d.  Downtown Berkeley Bart Station Update


     Heath and Matt and Sarah and Laura Timothy and bikestation people and Dave and Jason have been working on new spot: currently vacant spot possible not sure if clear where it’s going to happen –meeting tomorrow afternoon between Bart and City to go over the final details. SRTS final decisions of projects to be funded will be in December---begin or end?

  e. Telegraph Avenue Striping


     Not done. Require legends, so not done yet :Sarah: I kind of like the paint over Thermoplast tape for riding on. Mark can that new material be used for stripes?


Discussion abiyt what went wrong. 


Dave: Stretch of Telegraph between Ashby and the Telegraph/Oakland line? That will be repaved in the next 2-3 years, so what we do will have to take that into account


  f.  Spruce Street


     Striping to give cyclists a bit more room in curved areas where double yellow  gives more equal room on each side. What more can be added for bikes and pedestrians;


sharrows, e.g. and Mark: fog lines and edge lines narrowed. That is to cover in the memo you are planning to write about sharrows. More space on the uphill if shared. Bryce.


  g.  The Arlington


   Pavement markers are down , reflectors, not bot’s dots.


  h.  Dana Street


      Heath: Who rides on the down hill lane: Make it 2-way: so it is like the Dwight and Bowditch


twist. 


Bryce: AC transit project to make Dana a 2-way  One way south  for Buses


EIR is due on Southside Plan and BRT before December.


MARK: STRONGLY SUPPORTs  2-way on Dana. It is just striping, so it is really cheap.


Dve: Maybe some sharrows. Very low volume street,  Jeff: lives on that street goes up and down  it ; bike lane obstructed by University and Church Every Day (Presbyterian) (Haste)


East side is obstructed. Bike lanes 2 way on West Side. Tickets coming from South to Campus on Dana, Heath: can’t have 2 way Sarah: It introduces more problems than it solves.


Closest to the way a roadway works anyway. The problem of truck parking in the bike lanes. Discussion Sarah: Southside plan calls for it to be 2 way.


What are the options under consideration:


Sarah: thanks Jeff: he has been organizing bike riders who have been getting tickets. Good discussion. If Minute taker missed part of the discussion, please add them.


Alameda countywide Bike Plan Update


      Maps, destinations, attractions, collision analysis. Alameda County Map shows only one cross-county route. Buchanan up Marin, Up Spruce, Old Tunnel to Russell, Channing to Bay Trail


Bryce: N-S route: Old Route 45. East West—just asking because Emeryville is making this 


a route: to go up Russell, 67-66th, to I 80 (new bike bridge over I-80 at Ashby (Old County Route 45. Route 25 N-S to 9th street, which got severed by Pixar goes straight through the new Berkeley Bowl and Bridge at Adams St. in Albany. If that is connected, Adams becomes a new bike boulevard” to go further north, just one block off San Pablo.


Ray asks how they determine this. Heath has counts. 5 criteria: # bikes served, intermodal connectivity. Screening criteria. Marin connects with the Bay Trail. Would it help if this committee gave support for the Tunnel road option? Having it on the plan would facilitate the paths going further west. Which one? Tunnell or Marin/spruce/ Bryce: Woolsey and 66th Claremont Ave and then Old Tunnel. Heath that Woolsey IS a good idea:  Consensus:


The committee agrees to add this route : Woolsey to 66th to Bolivar and Bay Trail


County wide Plan: see back of Agenda for what we still want county funds for:


      Be sure which of the projects are already really finished. And add ones that you wish to have more work on. If a project is really finished, they won’t put more money into it.


Discussion of which : Michelle de Robertis captured all the intersections 


Bryce: the Bay Street Shellmound. A little corner that berkeley  forgot. Not on the county line


Boulevards on the countywide plan is this where the list came from? Maybe, says Dave, he is just using it to capture what we might need to work on to communicate to the CMA.  Heath puts a disclaimer on just this list or city by city? For any county-wide funds that become available


Heath will send an email to Beth DeLucca, to ask her what she might consider 


5. 2006 Street Repaving


The only street that is repaved 


Piedmont is a 2.5, Heath might want to put sharrows on it. Gayley to Ashby.


Continue Piedmont  to see if bike lanees will fit, and what treatment will go there. Put on next bike subcommittee meeting
